 Minutes of Ashby Magna Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 6th October 2022 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.

The minutes of the meeting held on 4th August 2022 were approved and signed by the Chair.

Formal announcements from the Chair. Cllr Scott requested that mobile telephones be switched off and that parishioners did not interrupt the meeting. Advised that it is meeting held in public and not a public meeting.
A minute’s silence was observed in respect of the passing of the queen 

Chris Morris was co-opted as a councillor Proposed by Cllr Scott and seconded by Cllr Dewes

Report from County and District Councillor Bannister.  Councils have to sign up to the distribution of Leicester’s unmet need in housing. The implications for Harborough are they currently should provide 534 dwellings a year to 2036. The proposal is that they provide another 123 p.a which would equal 657 p.a.  In 18/19 HDC provided 729. In 19/20- 906, 20/21 -1010 and in 21/22 1026. HDC is more than meeting its housing supply and indications are it could deliver the extra 123.  HDC and LC   both participated in national mourning after the Queen’s passing. There were also representations at Harborough when the proclamation for the new King was read out. Both Councils are looking at budgets. The county has a large overspend due to inflationary pressures and huge demands on adult social care. There is a medium financial strategy report and winter gritting, capital infrastructure and support for bus services may all be affected.  HDC has a 1 million overspend and is looking at ways to make savings for example sharing services with other councils.  There is a consultation on car parking charges. Income from car parking has significantly reduced. Short stay car parks are back to 80% of previous takings but income from long stay car parks is still down, possibly due to people working at home. HDC has contributed to the Big Green Week promoting sustainability and environmental awareness. Cllr Bannister opened a community fridge at Harborough Eco Village where people put in items not used for others to take out.
  23 106 money. Cllr Smith questioned the planning and traffic impact of large developments. How will Ashby Magna be protected? The Leicester Road is busier and Ashby Magna is not included in the 106 money for Lutterworth East. If Whetstone Pastures development proceeds, then Ashby Magna should be in the traffic management area. 
 29. The Chairman’s charity. Cllr Smith updated council on plans to use Amos for an inter village tug of war for motor neurone disease possibly at the end of April 
Planters. Using the £1500 from Cllr Bannister’s allowance. 4 planters have been ordered one for each Ashby Magna sign at the entrance to the village. Cllr Scott now has the licences for these. When they arrive, they will need to be filled with rocks and soil so they are safe. Two villagers have agreed to adopt 2 and Cllr Green will take on the other two initially. Cllr Smith asked if we had 10 million public liability as mentioned in the licence. Cllr Scott will ask the clerk to confirm this.
 Village Road Signs- This is with this year’s Cllr Bannister’s £1,500. A discussion was had about the road safety message to have on the signs. Cllrs decided to have “Please Drive carefully through our Village” added on to original signs. Cllr Scott will look into what we can have for £1,500. We will have to have assessments on the current posts.
Christmas Tree- Cllrs Scott, Smith and Morris will purchase and put up.
Poppies- Cllr Dewes will put them up the week before Remembrance Sunday
Remembrance Service – Will be at Ashby Magna Church this year. There will be a wreath laid on behalf of the Parish council.
 Lamp post update.  3 bulbs out – reported by clerk. Ivy has been cleared from around 3 posts on Gilmorton Road
Cameras-1 to go into the box and one into Thrones Lane. Dog Fouling on Thrones Lane is an issue and on driveways along Peveril Road. Cllr Scott will email the environment officer to see if there are any issues around privacy when placing the cameras. 
ROSPA report for AMOS. Cllr Dewes had been to inspect. All essential work from Rospa report has been carried out. There are a lot of leaves at the moment. Cllr Green will clear them. We are waiting for the next inspection.  Clerk to be asked to confirm when next inspection is.  We will wait for that report before doing further work. The goal posts need filling in with soil and the posts checking.
Church Clock. Cllr Smith had had one quote for the new mechanism of £1600 and another quote of £2,500 will get further quotes.
Money to Village Hall. Now that the precept was in it was agreed to give the second £1,000 to the village hall as agreed earlier in the year. So that every parishioner on the electoral register is contributing towards the upkeep of the Hall through Council Tax. This will help the Village Hall committee to do such things as provide new lighting and build reserves for large repairs such as the roof.

Amos Tidy. Cllr Scott thanked everyone for their help saying the area looked fantastic. Some of the topsoil could be for the football ground.
