2047. Formal announcements from the Chair. Cllr Scott requested that mobile telephones be switched off and that parishioners did not interrupt the meeting. Advised that it is meeting held in public and not a public meeting.
2048. Report from County and District Councillor Bannister. We have £1500 contribution from the Members Highway Fund. Projects suggested that are not viable include road improvements at the Gilmorton Rd/Ashby Lane junction, Pavement extension at Willoughby Rd. We have settled on Plant troughs at the entrances to the village with a cheque payment to be made directly to the Parish Council to enable purchase. These will be attractive, support insects and also act as Village Gateways. News from HDC – The Environment Act has been passed and we await details of changes to recycling/food waste.  The Statement of Common Ground relating to Leicester and Leicestershire has identified a need for further warehousing in the area. This strategic plan identifies a possible new motorway junction at Whetstone Pastures. This is despite warehousing being unused further south on the motorway. News from the County- 700000 trees are to be planted in the County and plans are being made to achieve this. Funding will be applied for. Further to this, under the Levelling Up Agenda the County will seek funding for infrastructure improvements and an Elected Mayor to Leicestershire.

2049. Provision of allotments. Keep this item open. No land has been identified as yet.
2050.Christmas Tree Holder/Pit. The pit is too expensive. We shall use the pot again. Tree to be purchased by KS and RD and will be put up on 30/11/21.
